At this point, it was noted that John Worden had
submitted a letter with a suggestion to accomplish being
able to allow a skier that is injured or have a medical
condition to be put on a team.

The committee had discussion however didn’t have a
motion to accept this specific procedure. It felt that the
current wording allowed placement if necessary.

2.4 Introduction of Ed Strapp as a member of the physicians pool
The committee reviewed his resume and welcomed Ed as a new
member in the physician’s pool, noting that he was a licensed
trainer as opposed to a physician.

2.5 Review of 2008 Senior World Trophy —Jody Johnson Report
and compliments on Pat Rodgers driving at Senior Worlds by a
number of skiers

Stan gave an overview of the competition. It was a big event.
The site was good. Brenda spoke about the event. She said we
are spoiled with the efficiency of our US events. There was a
lot of enthusiasm and the officiating was good.

2.6 International teams, independent and team practice
discussion, and future policy for team managers.

The committee believes and supports, that the Team Manager is
given the authority to make decisions to the best of his ability
in all cases affecting the team and the independents.

2.7 Can-Am Challenge Policy and discussion of adding U13 in
future Can-AM’

Canada is proposing that we would have teams of four in Jrs. 17-
21, and U13. Paul Melnuk submitted a specific bid for the 2009
event. Paul has additionally offered to host the event in the future
when there are no other bids. A motion was made and seconded.
The motion passed unanimously.



2.8 Review of funding policy of Independents at all future Worlds

as approved by the Board

This point was reaffirming the funding policy of Independents
as approved by the board.

The uniform will cost $40 plus the $14 surcharge for
monogramming. This is a possibility for the Independents,
which is not a final decision at the present time. Steve Locke
made comments that the apparel market is hurting. The
Association is working on this.

The entry fee will be on top of this clothing fee, if the clothing
fee is instituted.

Jon Thacher submitted a motion that the Independent athlete’s
should be responsible for their application for their respective
Worlds (and not the Team Manager). Seconded by Stan.
Discussion noted that all necessary materials should be
submitted by the deadline. The logistics will be worked out by
the Chairman of the IAC, in consultation with the Manager and
the Association.

Motion passed unanimously.

In review, if an athlete comes to the team trials, he/she will get
the entry paid and will be given a uniform; otherwise, the
Independent will pay approx. $54, plus the entry fee.

All Independents will be responsible for the appropriate
paperwork.

2.9 Review of boat policy for all Team Trials

The policy has been the following: the boat to be used at the
competition will be used at the Team Trials.

Motion: Every effort will be made to use the boat that will be
used at the competition.

However, not less than two weeks before the TT, even if we
don’t have the information, we will announce the boat/s to be
used and that will be final.



Motion by Jeff Smith and second by Mary Gail.
Approved unanimously.

2.10 AAC Report (Verbal)

The verbal AAC report was from their meeting of the previous
week. There were eight athletes at their meeting.

There was concern expressed at the AAC meeting about the
choice of Santa Rosa Beach site because of the cost of lodging
at that time of year and it’s an out of the way location both for
those flying and driving. It was also noted that the IAC decided
last year to host the odd year Team Trials at HQ because it is a
neutral site located in Central Florida where the majority of
those training in Florida are located

Frank pointed out that the HQ Lake was not yet open, that even
if it were, there was no club to host the event.

Cory’s group was the only one to come forward with a bid, an
excellent one at that, despite the request to several Central
Florida clubs to host the 2009 Team Trials, all others declined.
If the AAC or any other group wants the event to take place in a
certain area it is up to them to find a club willing to bid for it
and to do so by the fall deadline and well before the November
IAC meeting.

Frank also noted that a ballet had already gone out to the IAC
on both the location and dates as to not conflict with any pro
event. The ballet was approved with eleven of the thirteen votes
in favor.

Another item on their agenda included ways to select the team
without a Team Trials.

SEEDING COMMITTEE REPORT
Winter 2009

The 2008 Nationals marked the first year in which the ranking list was
implemented for qualification to the event. The transition to rankings went
smoothly from a Seeding standpoint. Mark Crone did a fantastic job with the
website to ensure that information was presented clearly for our members. Mark
and Dave have worked diligently with Seeding to provide us with various reports
and data.

The workload of each of the Seeding representatives has been reduced
dramatically over the past couple of years. In 2009, it will become even more
automated. The plan will be for scorers to email their Izh files directly to the
regional Seeding representative, not to HQ. The Seeding representative will then
upload the Izh file (not just the wsp file as in the past) to the ranking list website.
From there the various reports and files will be extracted and scores uploaded
into the ranking list. As always, if the tournament reports are not completed
electronically, it is the responsibility of the tournament organizers to submit them
via mail to HQ.

Thank you as always to the scorers and tournament organizers for your timely
submission of tournament results.

Winter 2009 Report

New Proposals

Ranking Methodology- Attached find the new methodology being proposed for ski year 2009.
There are 3 main reasons for the proposed change in methodology. 1) Juniors-the current
methodology of allowing 30% or a minimum of 40 in slalom 30 in trick, jump, overall is
resulting in level 8 national qualification not of national standard. i.e. B1 8 buoy, 91 trick points.
Our proposal is to tighten these standards a bit. 2) Older divisions-Same concept here as in
juniors where every single skier was qualifying for nationals even with scores of 0, it was time
here to put a min cap along with the normal percentage levels to assure a minimum qualified but
not 100% of the skiers. 3) We want to get every division and event to the same percentile for
each level. The target has been set to the 70™. This new methodology passed 5-1-1 with the
only no feeling this was still too easy. See attached spreadsheet for effects on the numbers of
qualified skiers at Nationals.

Open Rating Methodology-Only change here besides rewording to reflect the 93" percentile is
that we are added MM scores into the calculation of the MM Rating. This is depicted in section
C of the attached SQC Methodology. We are still working on moving open ratings to a level 9
on the rankings list. 2 effects this would have that we would like feedback on is a) lowers the
open level b/c it would then be based on rankings average instead of best score and b) allows
skiers to qualify for open via class C scores. Passed 5-1-1

Eliminating Penalties-Although this is not our primary jurisdiction and it was passed too late to
send to Seeding and Rules we would like to propose to eliminate penalties for skiers who change
divisions where the parameters have changed and the skiers scores have been dropped. Passed 6-
0-1

Proposals considered but not passed

Cutoff date moved to 12/31. The SQC voted this down 6-0-1. SQC felt this was way to early
but 4 members on SQC did favor a move to July 1%




Jump Equivalencies-We attempted to set an equivalency between different jump parameters so
that skiers could carry jump scores when moving division even if the parameters changed.
Although we had a good handle on what feet should be added and/or subtracted based on speed
and ramp changes we felt it would not be fair to all skiers for this type of comparison. Jumpers
in this situation would receive jump scores they have never technically achieved when going
from say B3 to M1 and when going from M3 to M4 they might also receive an unfair distance.

NOPS-At the time of this report 1/3 we do not have any changes but we do realize changes need
to be made and we are going to do our best to try and have those ready by the National board
meeting. Please note that NOPS is a rules jurisdiction. Suggestions and concerns from your
regional meeting would be a tremendous help in this area.



Ranking Level Methodology

A. SCORES USED:
In each event and overall in each division,

Ranking

Levels will be set using the skier’s best average score per Rule 1.13 for every skier who
participates in at least one AWSA Class C tournament or above.

Ranking Levels for each event will be set to include skiers in the percentiles listed below.
If the total population in any event is less than 35 skiers, the Level 8 Ranking percentile
in that event will be lowered to include a minimum of 10 skiers in slalom, 6 in trick,
jump, and overall.

Level 8 = 20% for Men-Slalom-/-25% for Women—Men’s Frick-and-Jump-70"
percentile

Level 7 = 50%--------- Level 8 minus 20 percentiles

Level 6 = 709% ———L evel 8 minus 40 percentiles

Level 5 = 808% L evel 8 minus 50 percentiles

Level 4 = 989% — L evel 8 minus 60 percentiles

For juniors the Level 8 Ranking percentile in that event will be lowered to include a
minimum of 30 skiers in slalom, 20 in trick, jump, and overall

D. RATING PERCENTAGE FOR OPEN
The ratings are set to allow in all events 7% of the total
M1/W1/M2/W2/0OM/OW skiing population or as described below:

1. for men in jumping,
- the 5.5' rating, 7% of M1 & M2 is used
- the 6' rating, twelve feet is added to the 5.5 rating
- the 33.6mph/5' rating, 7% of all those jumping at 33.6/5' is used.
- for ratings at lower speeds, eight feet is subtracted for each 2mph decrease.
- the 32mph/5.5' rating, twelve feet is added to that for 32mph/5'.

2. for women in jumping,
- the 33.6/5' rating, 7% of W1 & W2 is used
- for ratings at lower speeds, eight feet is subtracted for each 2mph decrease.



- the 34mph/5.5' rating, twelve feet is added to that for 34mph/5'

3. for 34mph men's slalom.
-7% of M3 & M4 is used

The current Ranking Levels will be raised by a maximum of 7 percentiles each ski year
until the 70" percentile is reached for all divisions and all events except as noted above
for groups with less than 35 skiers.

All other Ranking Levels will be based off the Level 8 Ranking and set according to the
schedule above.

F. Time Frames

The above ratings and cutoff levels will be based on the previous year ski data and will
be proposed each winter meeting to be effective at the following ski year. For example
2006 ski year data will be used to determine the 2008 ski year Qualifications and will be
presented at the 2007 winter meeting.

e TOWBOAT TESTS
The Towboat tests were held October 9, 10, 11 & 12 at Sunset Lakes in Groveland, Florida.
Towboats approved for 2009 include:

Correct Craft 196 (with or without Hydro-Gate)
Correct Craft 206 (with or without Hydro-Gate)
Malibu Response LXi

Malibu Response FXi

MasterCraft Pro Star 190

MasterCraft ProStar 197

MasterCraft ProStar 214

MasterCraft 214V

Moomba Outback.

Additional testing was done on December 19" with two additional towboats. We are in the
process of reviewing the test results.

e SPEED CONTROL

Systems for use in 2009 - There continues to be some confusion as whether Perfect Pass can be
used in 2009 tournaments. For clarification, a 2008 year model towboat with StarGazer can be
used for tournaments in 2009. We approve towboats as equipped, not speed control systems.
As such, a 2008 boat can be used for 2009 record tournaments and in 2010 can still be used for
class C events.

Towboat Use: Model Year
a) AWSA Nationals, AWSA Regionals, and Record Capability (Class E,L,R)

tournaments may use a current year 2009 USAWS Approved boat or a prior year 2008
USAWS Approved boat.



b) Class C, I, and N tournaments may use 2009, 2008, or 2007 USAWS Approved
towboats (two years prior).

c) Inall instances where a boat older than the current model year is used, the
manufacturer must also have a boat on the approved list for 2009.

Zero Off — The Committee was asked to work with Zero Off to develop changes at the “skier’s
end of the handle” in slalom. To that end, Zero Off has developed additional slalom pull options.
For 2008, slalom skiers could select between A, B, C settings. For 2009, skiers will be able to
further refine each of the A, B, C settings with 1, 2, 3 ( Al, A2, A3, B1< B2, B3, C1, C2, C3).
An “X” version was granted limited use for certain tournaments at the end of 2008 with some
good feedback from skiers.

Perfect Pass — Perfect Pass is continuing to develop software that simulates a Zero Off feel for
older boats where installation of Zero Off systems are not feasible.

e NATIONAL TOWBOAT DRAW

In response to the requests from the skiing community, the Committee is recommending that we
make permanent the assignment of towboats by July 1. Like this year, skiers want to know
which boat and speed control they would be assigned for the national tournament. To
accomplish this change:

e We would strike the second sentence from current Towboat Policy Manual regarding
Regionals boat draw so that it is open to each region as how to handle their own
individual towboat draw. If the region wants to follow the national draw, they are free
to do so. If there is a towboat manufacturer that qualifies in only one or two regions,
and not the nationals, the policy revision allows for the regions to handle the draw as
they see fit in that case as well.

e \We see no need to revise rule 8.02.

e We will revise the Towboat Policy Manual by adding a sentence regarding the
process if successful performance is not achieved by a towboat manufacturer at 4 of
the 5 Regionals. This is to address the concern that moving the Nationals draw to
July 1 would eliminate the requirement for successful performance at the Regional
tournament.

ATTACHMENT - CHANGES TO IMPLEMENT JULY 1 TOWBOAT DRAW FOR
NATIONALS

Towboat Policy Manual (Page 4 of 18):

Add the following sentence after the sentence about the requirement participation in all 5
Regionals and positive performance reports in 4 of the 5 Regionals.

“Any towboat manufacturer that fails to have positive performance reports in 4 of the 5

regional tournaments will have their drawn events for that year’s nationals redrawn among
the remaining qualified towboats.”

Existing policy reads as follows:

PARTICIPATION IN REGIONALS, NATIONALS AND U.S. OPEN

Record Capability Approved Boat models which participate in 20% or more of the traditional class
C or higher tournament events held during the preceding year in a given Region are invited to pull
each of those AWSA Regional Championships where it has qualified. Boat models that
participate in all 5 AWSA Regional Championships and receive a positive performance report
from four (4) of the five (5) Regions will be approved to pull the National Championships. Boats
participating at Regional and National Tournaments must meet these specific requirements:

Towboat Policy Manual (Page 8 of 18) / AWSA Rulebook 8:02 Boats:

No change is needed to Rule 8.02. EXxisting policy and rule 8:02 reads as follows:

6. National & Regional Tournaments: The selection of boats and the assignment of
boats to specific events in the Nationals and the U.S. Open tournaments shall be
made by USA Water Ski headquarters. For Regionals the selection of boats shall be
made by USA Water Ski headquarters, and the event assignments shall be made by
the Chief Judge and Chief Boat Driver. The same boat and driver shall be used by all
contestants in each slalom and jump event, except in an emergency situation such as
where time is a factor and similar boats (same manufacturer, model and identically
equipped) and drivers of similar abilities are available. The Appointed Judges, by a
majority vote, may elect to use two boats and drivers in the same event in an
alternating manner. Alternating manner shall mean the next available towboat will be
used. However in jumping and slalom tie run-offs, only one boat and driver shall be
used. For the trick event the skier may select a boat from any of the designated
towboats available.




Towboat Policy Manual (Page 11 of 18):

Change -- a) Regionals, to read as follows striking the second sentence:

“a) Regionals: The assignment of boats to events or groups of events shall be done by random

draw.

Change -- b) Nationals to read as follows.

“b) Nationals: The grouping of events for towboat assignment shall be done by USA Water Ski
headquarters and the assignment of groups shall be by random draw. The towboat assignments

shall be completed and posted by headquarters annually by July 1.”

Existing policy reads as follows:

10. Towboat Assignment Draw And Posting

Regionals: The assignment of boats to events or groups of events shall be done by random
draw. The draw for towboat use shall be done publicly and posted the day before the
competition begins.

Nationals: The grouping of events for towboat assignment shall be done by USA-WS
headquarters and the assignment of groups shall be by random draw. The towboat
assignments shall be completed and posted by headquarters as soon as the 5 Regional
Tournaments are completed.

For AWSA Regional and National Championship Tournaments each qualifying boat
manufacturer may provide one “high horsepower jump specific boat”. The 35 MPH jump
events in those tournaments shall be equally divided among those manufacturers providing a
“high horsepower jump specific boat”. If no “high horsepower boats” are available the 35
MPH jump events shall be included in the random draw by all the qualifying manufacturers.

Executive Report for USAWS
Submitted by Larry Meddock
January 2009

NASBLA - We participated in the annual conference of NASBLA, which was held Sept.
6-9, 2008 in Clearwater Beach, Florida. The WSIA played an active role in this very
important conference. In attendance were Boating Law Administrators (BLA’s) from
each state, as well as Boating Law Educators (BLE’s). The WSIA shared booth space
with I-drive boats and handed out literature on our Ultimate Water Sports Handbook, and
well as our Responsibility Code. Meetings were planned with BLA’s who have issues in
their states regarding some towed watersports. We have such issues right now in the
states of Virginia, Pennsylvania, and Wisconsin. Virginia and Pennsylvania on
wakesurfing; and Wisconsin on water rights.

Underwriters Laboratories (UL) - The WSIA now holds a seat with UL’s life jacket
committee. We receive email posts from this committee on a weekly basis. We are
grateful for Leon Larson’s recommendation and support of our joining this important
committee. UL has designed a very sophisticated website that enables committee
members to communicate with all members of the committee in a timely manner.
Comments, voting, and postings can be reviewed by all members. We plan to work with
UL on the development for standards for a life jacket that could be used for towed
watersports activities; one which does not follow the current standards for a Type 111
USCG Life Jacket. Many manufactures currently sell these types of life jackets. The
WSIA has developed warning language that is to be used when manufacturers build such
avest. The legal use of these life jackets varies from state to state. (i.e. California
would find this life jacket to be acceptable as long as a USCG life jacket for the
watersports participant is on board the tow boat).

Clean Boating Act of 2008 - Most of you should know by now that the Clean Boating
Act of 2008 was signed into law by President Bush in August 2008. This new law was
the result of hard work by many within the water sport industry. We, as an industry, got
the word out to our legislative representative and we were able to make a change in a law
that could have had a very negative impact to all watersports activities.

PSA - A PSA that was produced by Alliance Media, and Fuel TV and written by Matt
Hickman of World Publications was released July 1% on Fuel’s new series called “Wake”.
The PSA continues to run on their network today. The PSA was also picked up by the
websites of NASBLA, USCG, Alliance Mag, Wakeboarding Mag, and the National Safe
Boating Council. The print PSA’s featuring the two separate ads that were developed by
World Publications continues to run in Wakeboarding, WaterSki, Boating World and The
Standerd Quarterly. Our goal in producing this campaign was to reach at least 2 million



people with this safety message and we are pleased to report that we have far exceeded
that to date.

2009 Summit in the Snow - The Board of Directors of the Water Sports Industry
Association (WSIA) held an emergency meeting the first week of December to discuss
the merits of continuing WSIA’s Summit in the Snow to be held in Park City, Utah, Feb.
9-11, 2009. For the past two years, the water sports industry’s leading manufacturers and
dealers have convened in Park City to hear from corporate giants such as Penske, Harley
Davidson and Starbucks, to name just a few. Due to the challenging economic times,
sluggish boat sales and continued marine industry job losses, the board voted to postpone
the Summit until 2010.

The rub with this year’s Summit came in the wake of industry cutbacks in certain
markets. Many company leaders felt it would not be appropriate for them to come to
the Summit after having to lay off tenured employees

The Summit will be back in 2010. Organizers have already made arrangements with the
hotel to carry all bookings forward to 2010. For all attendees with resort reservations,
their deposits are being applied toward the 2010 event with no penalties. Many of the
2009 speakers have agreed to delay their presentations until the conference convenes in
2010. Look for further updates on the Summit in the Snow on the WSIA website.

New Web Site - We are pleased to announce a new website design and host for 20009.
Our new designer, James Krawczyk, is an award winning creative artist in Orlando who
understands water sports. We are now able to change content as well as images on a
regular basis. The ability to keep any website fresh and current is critical in today’s
market. We are pleased with his efforts.

NMMA - The Engineering Standards Dept. of the NMMA has asked the WSIA to join a
task force on developing CO warning labels. We have accepted this position, as it was
felt we should be able to voice the concerns of the Sport Specific Towboats that we
represent. CO continues to be an issue within recreational boating.

NMMA Water Ski Brochure — The National Marine Manufacturers Assn. has asked the
WSIA to review and edit their water ski safety guidelines brochure. Mr. Tom Marhevko
has forwarded us a copy of this brochure looking for constructive criticism. WSIA has
responded with its edits and applauds the NMMA for its efforts. | am assuming that
USAWS has also had the opportunity to review these guidelines.
