Skiers must use the standard AWSA Entry form and Waiver.

All skiers must submit a completed Skier’s Biography form to be entered.

All skiers must present proof of AWSA membership and proof of qualification before or at registration to be entered.
Tournament entries must be accompanied by a check or money order for the correct entry amount to be entered.

All of the above may be submitted by mail. Upon arrival at site, please check the official scoreboard to see that all above
items are complete for entry. ALL SKIERS MUST CHECK IN AT REGISTRATION UPON ARRIVAL, EVEN IF ALL
INFORMATION IS PROPERLY SUBMITTED IN ADVANCE.
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Deadline: July 18 (Friday prior to tournament). Entries must be received before 4pm July 18 to avoid late fees. Confirmation by U.S. Mail
return receipt requested, or posting on www.awsasouth.org. All received entries will be posted on www.awsasouth.org.

Late fee: $20.00 per 24 hour period late.

Absolute Deadline: July 22, received by 4:00pm at the site or via mail to P.O. Box 331, Okahumpka, FL 34762 (NO ENTRIES WILL BE
ACCEPTED AFTER THIS TIME.)

Ratings Required: Entry requirements will be based on the Ranking List as of July 18.

All entries for the AWSA Southern Regional Tournament shall have a minimum of a Level 7 Ranking, except Boys and Girls 1&2 and Men
and Women 5,6,7,8,9,10 & 11. These skiers may enter with a Level 6 Ranking.

All skiers listed on the AWSA Ranking List in the Open Men, Open Women and MM55 divisions shall be automatically qualified to enter
their respective events, regardless of ranking level.

The first place event-winning skiers, without regard to ranking level and who scored in their events at their respective state tournament,
shall be allowed to ski in that event at the Southern Regional Championships.

Overall skiers with a Level 6 Ranking in each event, who skied and scored in all their events at their respective State tournament, shall be
allowed to ski for overall at the Southern Regional Championships.

Proof of Qualifications: It is the responsibility of each contestant to present proof of qualification to ski. Failure to have proof will result in
additional charge of $50.00, paid by check to AWSEF, for research of proof.
